Hello,
To be scheduled for a showcase, you must first be a supporter and a participant of 2HYPE4U Karaoke Show held at the Half Note Lounge, 4881 Glenn Dale Road, Bowie, MD 20720.  You also acknowledge that you understand this is an “Artist Showcase” produced by 2HYPE4U Karaoke Show, c/o Cindy Roberts, being held at the Half Note Lounge.  All showcases are scheduled every Tuesday before the regularly scheduled karaoke show which starts at 8:00. You are asked to arrive before 7:00 and your showcase will start no later than 7:15. Failure to be on time can result in the cancellation of your showcase. You also need to understand, this is “Not a PAID” performance and your participation is 100% totally based upon you wanting to do a showcase. If you receive any offers for gigs or other performances because of your showcase, it will be 100% totally on you. The Half Note Lounge and/or 2HYPE4U Karaoke Show has absolutely nothing to do with any of your upcoming and/or future performances outside of the Half Note.  If I do not already have it, I will need your email and a cell or phone number. If I am unable to contact you and/or do not see you at karaoke, your showcase will be taken off the schedule.
[bookmark: _GoBack]All showcases are free. You are not obligated to sell tickets but we are asking you to invite as many of your family and friends to your showcase as possible. Please email or submit a photo of yourself to welove2sing@verizon.net and I will email you a poster to send to your friends and family. Showcase participants will perform to karaoke tracks already available (absolutely no bands). If you want to add someone to perform with you, it’s fine. I just need to know who they are and how many. All showcases are videotaped. Highlights of your performance will be uploaded to youtube.com. If you would like a DVD copy of your performance, per your request, a copy will be provided. There is a $10.00 charge for the DVD.
If you agree to the requirements, I would like to thank you for your interest in the Artist Showcase Series.  I hope this will be a wonderful experience for you. You are encouraged to try to attend other artist showcases to see how a showcase works as well as getting some ideas for your own showcase.
Here are a few suggestions to help you have a successful show;
1. First create a list of 6 (six) songs that you would like to perform for your showcase (per management, no hardcore hip-hop or rap (some old school rap maybe considered). Try to incorporate mid to up-tempo songs.
2. First impression is a lasting impression.  You should look and sound your best.  This showcase is all about you.  If you are having fun, they are having fun.  Make sure you bring your energy and style to your performance.
3. Make sure you invite as many people to support your performance.  Promote yourself by sending out invitations, emails, Facebook events, flyers and text messages. There is nothing like having a crowd of people cheering you on.  Admission is free.
4. Know your music.  Please take time to practice. If you would like a CD containing the songs that you will be performing for your show, there is a special discounted charge of $1.00 per track for showcase participants only.
5. If you are going to have someone else performing with you, please let me know ahead of time (I may need to add more mics). You are also encouraged to introduce yourself and any guest(s) performing with you. Speak between selections to give your show personality. It may be a good idea to write a script so that you will know what to say. I will have your music cued and ready to play when you give me the signal.
6. You will be using the same mic and sound system that is provided for karaoke.  You are asked not to use profanity, extreme sexually explicit acts, inappropriate language, racial/ethnic slurs and culturally/politically insensitive statements/remarks during your performance. Do not yell, hit or drop mic. Failure to meet any of these terms will result in immediately bringing your show to a halt.
I hope you find these suggestions helpful.  If by chance there are a few open dates and you would like to do another showcase, you are more than welcome.
